Area Businesses 

Within a couple of blocks of the property are some of the 

most frequented businesses in Bend. Whether Whole 

Foods, multiple car dealerships, Office Max, or countless 

smaller businesses, this part of Bend is alive and well.  

A mile or so away is the St. Charles Hospital medical 

campus and a wide variety of major health care provi-

ders. And several schools are in this area. Lastly, Pilot 

Butte and other recreation destinations are in the 

neighborhood.  

Traffic Counts 

On any given day, 50,000+ cars pass nearby on Hwy. 20 

at 27th Street. This intersection in Bend is one of the  

busiest in the region. Yet, given the location of this pro-

perty one block north of Hwy. 20, a  major appeal is its 

quiet, professional setting. 



600 NE Savannah Drive is located one block north of Hwy. 20, Central Oregon’s main east-west state highway. It is also about one mile from the St. 

Charles Medical Center, the largest hospital and medical campus in central and eastern Oregon. Bend is the economic and cultural hub of the re-

gion, the primary Oregon city for commerce and health care east of the Cascades. Other towns in the area are nearby. Sisters is 20 miles northwest 

of Bend. Redmond is 18 miles to the north. Bend is three hours from greater Portland, two hours from Salem, six hours from Seattle, six hours from 

Boise and eight hours from the Bay Area.  

Major truck lines and overnight delivery service from anywhere in the country are available throughout Central Oregon. Approximately 1.5 million 

people a year fly to and from the regional commercial airport, with multiple daily direct flights to major western cities, including Denver, Seattle, Salt 

Lake City, Phoenix, Portland, San Francisco, and Los Angeles. This airport is twenty minutes from the property.
