Originally placed into service in 1925 to support the booming population of Philadelphia, the generating station provided power by coal to the City.  
From the 1930s through the 1950s, generation capacity was added, and in 1960 oil-fired combustion generators were installed to accommodate the 
rapidly increasing population of the Northeast.  In 1984, the plant ceased operations and was shut down. Currently, the plant sits idle with the adjacent 
warehouse, office, and outdoor storage leased to Durham School Services.
