New Constructions Under Development in Jacksonville in 2026
Jacksonville is experiencing a major real estate and infrastructure boom, with over $4 billion already under construction and $8.8 billion in the pipeline as of 2025 developjacksonville.com. While the exact total number of “new constructions” is not published in a single count, the city’s 2026 forecast and project pipeline indicate hundreds of new residential, commercial, and public projects across downtown, the North Core, and waterfront areas.

· RiversEdge (Southbank) – $690M, mixed-use homes, retail, offices, and parks; public parks by 2024, full build-out TBD developjacksonville.com.
· Pearl Street District (Gateway Jax) – $750M (Phase 1 of $2B plan), 1,000+ residential units and retail in the North Core developjacksonville.com.
· Riverfront Plaza (Phase 1B) – $38M, waterfront park and plaza; completion 2025 developjacksonville.com.
· UF Graduate Campus (LaVilla) – $300M, high-tech graduate school downtown developjacksonville.com.
· One Riverside with Whole Foods – $250M, mixed-use riverfront community developjacksonville.com.
· Jaguars Stadium Renovation – $1.4B, completion 2028; “Stadium of the Future” overhaul developjacksonville.com+1.
Broader 2026 Market Outlook
According to the 2026 Florida Real Estate Development Report, Jacksonville is projected to see 4,000+ new residential units and 700,000+ sq. ft. of new downtown space in 2026 www.jrhengineering.net. This includes a mix of multifamily, commercial, and public projects, many of which are part of the city’s downtown revitalization and waterfront expansion.
In summary: While there is no single published “count” of all new constructions in 2026, Jacksonville’s pipeline includes dozens of major developments plus hundreds of smaller residential and commercial projects, making 2026 a pivotal year for the city’s growth.
