Data Center Opportunity
1. Location: Strategically positioned between Phoenix and Tucson, providing easy access to both major cities as well as tech hub Chandler, Arizona. Situated on the Picacho Highway, a well-maintained paved road, the site offers excellent connectivity and accessibility.
 2. Opportunity Zone: The data center site is designated in a qualified Opportunity Zone, which presents tax benefits for new investments. This designation can provide your business with financial incentives and contribute to the overall feasibility of your project. A Sales Tax Exemption can be obtained for 10 years and extended to 20 years for projects over 25 million dollars. Transaction Privilege Tax (TPT) and Use Tax exemption: Capital investments of over $25 million in data centers can be exempt from TPT and Use Tax for up to 20 years. Sustainable Redevelopment Project waiver: This waiver is extended to 20 years if the data center qualifies as a Sustainable Redevelopment Project.
 3. Size: With approximately 3,000 acres of land, our data center site offers ample space for expansion and growth. This size indicates the potential for creating one of the largest data center sites in the US, providing your business with significant scalability opportunities.
 4. Solar Energy: This site is conveniently located adjacent to a 450MW planned 3,800-acre solar farm that could deliver power as early as 2027. There is also a 3,000 plus acre farm being developed on the adjacent State property that could deliver 300 MW of power directly.  This proximity to renewable energy infrastructure offers the potential for sustainable energy solutions and collaboration with the solar farm projects. In addition this property is surrounded by state land which can be leased for additional solar farms. 
5. Grid Power: APS has a 230KV line running through the property. There are also 2 WAPA – 115KV lines running through the property. See attached meeting notes for grid connection with the power provider. 
6.  Water:  There are 7 wells located on the property. An industrial well can be developed. Water rights are also available for purchase if needed.
7. Gas Pipeline: Located on our adjacent property with adequate supply for a gas power plant. Easements can also be easily obtained through state land to serve any area of subject property.  See attached meeting notes for supply and connection. 


 - Connectivity: The data center site benefits from its proximity to Interstate I-10, a major interstate highway. 
 - Skilled Workforce: The Phoenix-Tucson Megapolitan Corridor is home to a highly skilled and educated workforce, with several universities and technical colleges in the vicinity. This ensures a talent pool of qualified professionals to support your data center operations. Tucson city border is 16 miles away and Casa Grande city border is 20 miles away.
