All weork tigted, shown, or implied on these
sonstruction docurnents shali be supplied and
instalied by the general contractor except where
noted otherwise. Contractor shail be solely
respansible for execution of worle in accordance with
construction decurnents.

All construgtion shaii comply with acoustical
requirements in Title 24 of the California State
Building Code as outlined in the acoustical
consultant's specs. and reflected in the drawings.

All mechanical, electrical, lightning, plumbing, fire
protection engineering to be “design build® by others.
Chhiers responsiple for enginesting, permits, fees,
calculations, reports, drawings, etc. requited by fosal
and other governing agencies. Such design shall be
fully coordinated with all information provided in this
drawing set.

All construction shall conform to all applicable
requirement of Title 19 -~ Public Safety, 1998 CFC
ang all VOM Amendrments.

All *design buitd* subcontractors shall obtain petmits
and pay permit fees for their respective fields of work.

Examinations of the site and portions there that will
affect this work shalt be made by the general
contractor and subcontractors, who shall compare it
with the drawings and salisfy themselves as to
conditions under which work is to be perdormed.
They shall , agcertain and check focations of the
existing structures and equipment, and all conditions
during corstruction which may affect their work. Any
conflicts or omissions, etc. shall be reported to the
architect before bidding of proceeding with any work,

In case of disagreement befween Drawings and
Specifications, quality, workmanship and
manufacture shat be governed by the Specifications,
and quarntity shall be govarned by whichevar provides
for the greater quantity. In the case of disagreement
withins Specifications alone, or within the Drawings
alone, the higher quality or greater quantity shall
govern. Whenever a disagreement exists between a
written dimension and the scale of representation of
a dimension in the Drawings, the Drawing shall be
considered *nat to scale” and the writlen dimensions
stwil govern. Should the cortracior at any time
discover an error in & Drawing or Specification, or a
discrepancy or variation between dimensions on
Drawings and measurements at site or fack of
dimensions or other information, he shall report at
ance {o the architect for clarfication and shall not
proceed with the work affected untit clarification has
been made.

Drawings shall not be scaled. Al dimensions on
drawings take precedence over scale. Details shall
take precedence over general floor plans.

The contractor shall be responsibie Tor meeting the
project schedule. Prior to stard of project, the general
contractor shall verify iead times of finish materials
and special items to assure availability as schedule
requires. The general contractor shall be responsitle
for monitering the progress of the work and informing
the architect and H@mmam immediately of any potential
delays.

Certain malerials are specified by their brand names
to establish staridards of quality and performance.
All requests for substitutions of items specified shall
be submitted to the architect in writing at least two
weeks prior to ordering of instaliation. Requests will
be considered only if a better preduet, a more
advantageous delivery date or a lower price with
credit to the tenant will be provided without sacrificing
quality, appearance-art function. Under no
circumstances will the architect be required to prove
that & product proposed for substitution is not equal
quality to the product specified.  Substitute materials
shall not be purchased or installed without the
architect’s written approval.

The contractor shail subrmit shop drawings as
required for fabrication items, cut sheets of all fadures
and equiprment, and samples of 4ll finishes io
architect for appraval priot to instaliation. By
approving and subrmitting shop drawings and
samples, cordracter represents that he verified field
measurements, field construction criteria, materials,
catalog nurabers, and similar data and that each
submittal has been checked and coordinated with
gontract requirernents. Contractar is réspornsible for
accuracy of shop drawings, proper fitiings,
coordination of work, construction technigues,
matedals, and work required by confract decuments.
Submittals will be required for ;. paint, electrical, fire
sprinkler, fite alarm, mechanical, structural,
hardware, campet

Mo work defactive in construction or quality or
deficient in any sequirements of drawings and
specifications will be acceptable in consequence of
owner's or architect's failure to discover of to paint
out defects or deficiencies guring canstruction; nor
will presence of inspectors on work relieve coniractor
from responsitiity for securing quality and progress
of work, as required by cortract. Defective work shall
be replaced by work conforming with intent of
contract. No payment, whether pattial or fingl, shall
be construed as an acceptance of defective work or
improper materials.

Contractor shall protect work area and new or
existing materials and finishes from damage that may
occur from cohstruction, demelition, dust, watet, etc.
centractor shall be responsible for any damage to
property or consiruction resuiting from work of
sonfractor and/or subcontractors, and shall repair ail
such damage to origiral condition at no additionat
cost.

Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits and
inspections.

The contractor shall remove ali rubbish and waste
materiats on a regular basis, and shall exercise strict
corttrol over job cleaning to prevent any dirt, debrig,
or dust from affecting, in any way, finished areas inof
outside the job site.

Al threshold maximum height
shall be 1/2° - 45 degrees bevel.

Type of lock or lateh, Exit doors shalf be openable
from the inside wilhout the use of @ key orany
special knowledge or effort Manually operated edge
or surface mounted flush bolts and surface bolts are
prohibited. When exit doors are used in pairs and
approved automatic fiush bolls are used, the door
teaf having the autornatic flush boits shail have no
door knob or surface mounted hardware, The
untatching of any leaf shall not requite more than on
operation,

Type of lock or lateh. Exit deors shall be operable
from the inside without the use of 2 key or any
special knowledge or effort.

Landing (1607). Landings are a minimurm of 807
tong at a minirmum of every 400" at sidewalks with
cortinuous stopes not mare than 5%.
