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Major Building Projects Supported by Jacksonville’s Planning Commission
The City of Jacksonville, through its Planning Commission and related bodies like the Downtown Development Review Board, is actively supporting a mix of mixed-use residential, office, hospitality, and public infrastructure projects in downtown and surrounding areas.
1. Mixed-Use Residential & Affordable Housing
· Cathedral District Apartments – A seven-story residential and retail complex on East Duval and Newnan streets, with 75 of 85 units designated as affordable housing for households earning ≤80% of the area median income, plus 10 market-rate units Jacksonville Today.
· Lofts at Cathedral – A 120-unit affordable housing project at 325–327 E. Duval St., combining renovation of the former YWCA with new construction Jacksonville Today.
2. Office & Commercial Development
· One Shipyards Place – A six-story office building near EverBank Stadium, part of a larger $254–$260 million development including the Four Seasons Hotel & Residences and a new marina Jacksonville Daily Record.
· NAI Hallmark – A 10-story hotel and private residences building, with a signature restaurant planned for the top floor Jacksonville Daily Record.
3. Public & Riverfront Projects
· Riverfront Plaza – Phase 1 under construction with an elevated playground, event lawn, bulkhead, riverwalk, and plaza connecting to the Jacksonville Center for the Performing Arts; Phase 2 (beer garden, rain garden, bike/pedestrian link) planned for 2026–2027 www.jacksonville.gov+1.
· RiversEdge Parks & Boardwalk – Design and construction underway, including new parks and recreational spaces Action News Jax.
· Shipyards West Park – Design and planning in progress Action News Jax.
· Metropolitan Park Redesign – Planned redesign to enhance public space Action News Jax.
4. Transportation & Pedestrian Improvements
· Hogan Street Cycle Track – New protected bike lane www.jacksonville.gov.
· Emerald Trail Segment – Part of the city’s bike network expansion www.jacksonville.gov.
· Two-Way Street Restoration – Adams and Forsyth Streets downtown www.jacksonville.gov.
· Park Street Road Diet – Safer, more pedestrian-friendly street design www.jacksonville.gov.
