Mixed Use (MU)

Mixed-use centers include both residential and commercial uses planned and developed in a comprehensive, coordinated manner and arranged in a
pedestrian-friendly blocks. These mixed use centers are locations for neighborhood, community commercial, entertainment destinations, and public facilities
directly accessible to surrounding neighborhoods through multimodal connections. Mixed-use communities are envisioned to create a sense of place within a

wide variety of context sensitive place types focused on spectrum of intensity ranging from a hamlet to urban town center. Mixed-use integration can be verticall
or horizontal with preference to vertical mixed-use in transects 4-6 and should be connected by bus transit to nearby destinations and to the nearest rail transit,
The percent of target land use mix is calculated within an entire contiguous MU district. Affordable and workforce housing is encouraged Countywide.
