Middletown Solar Potential

The 4.4-acre parcel in Middletown, NY has a combination of geographic, regulatory, and infrastructure benefits providing an appealing opportunity for solar energy development. This area also has a high demand for renewable energy, adding to an ideal market environment. 

1. Ample Sunlight - the area receives approximately 2,700 hours of direct sunlight annually, placing it among the higher solar potential areas in the Northeast. 


2. Optimal Size for Utility-Scale Generation - The property’s 4.4-acre size supports a 1 to 1.5 MW solar installation, capable of powering 150 to 300 homes per year, providing an opportunity for a mid-solar size project with significant local impact. 


3. Supportive State Incentives - New York state offers some of the most robust solar incentives in the country:
1. NYSERDA’s NY-Sun Incentive Program provides direct funding to reduce capital costs.
1. Net metering policies enable developers to sell excess electricity back to the grid at retail rates.

4. Ideal Site Conditions - The land is flat, minimizing site preparation and racking system complexity. While tree removal is required, the flat terrain offsets major grading or excavation costs, maintaining a favorable cost-benefit ratio.


5. Direct Grid Connection - The site is strategically located with a direct connection to a transmission line.


6. Utility-Ready Features - The plot has access to water, which could be useful for panel cleaning and maintenance, especially in drier months, improving operational efficiency and reducing dust-related performance losses.
