In Savannah's Traditional Neighborhood-2 (TN-2) zoning district, permitted uses include various residential options like one-family and multi-family dwellings, along with some historically compatible, limited non-residential uses such as corner stores. Other permitted uses include accessory dwelling structures, rooming houses, places of worship, and certain small retail and service businesses that are considered to have traditional neighborhood patterns. For specific and detailed requirements for permitted uses, including accessory uses and conditional uses, refer to the official City of Savannah Zoning Ordinance, specifically Sections 8-3214 and 5.4. 
Residential Uses 
· One-family dwellings (detached, semi-detached, end-row, attached, row)
· Two-family dwellings (detached, semi-detached, end-row, attached, row)
· Three- and four-family dwellings
· Multifamily dwellings
· Accessory dwelling structures
· Roominghouses and boardinghouses
Commercial & Institutional Uses 
· Corner stores (typically as a limited ground-floor use)
· Small retail stores such as clothing and variety stores
· Specialty services like barbershops, beauty shops, health clubs, and shoe repair shops
· Restaurants (without alcoholic beverages), catering services
· Places of worship and other religious institutions
Other Permitted Uses
· Caretaker dwelling units (as an accessory use to a nonresidential use) 
· Animal Services, Indoor (Special Use with specific conditions, see 8-7.5)
