This Nondisclosure Agreement (the "Agreement") is entered into by and for the benefit of the owner ("Disclosing Party") of the Property known locally as Axis 2 at Compass Pointe located in Merced, CA., 95348 (APN 206-070-009 & 206-070-010) (“Property”) and the undersigned ("Receiving Party"), for the purpose of preventing the unauthorized disclosure of Confidential Information as defined below and the Receiving Party evaluating a possible transaction with Disclosing Party concerning the Property (the “Transaction”).
