Business Overview:	RecycALL, Inc. operates a glass recycling business that purchases and processes post-consumer container glass into glass cullet, which is sold as a raw material to glass container manufacturers.   

	Portage Industrial Properties, LLC owns 110 acres of land with a 2400 foot rail siding, a 14 site RV campground along the Allegheny River and 30,000 square feet of manufacturing, warehouse and office space.

Portage Gas Development is the holder of portions of various shallow gas wells on and near the property. 

Document Purpose:	Company shareholders are looking to retire and no longer wish to operate the individual companies and are looking for parties interested in all or portions of the operation and property. The preferred transaction would be an outright sale in its entirety, but all proposals will be considered.



Property Description

[bookmark: _Toc443910770]Portage Industrial Properties – Real Estate Holdings

Portage Industrial Properties, LLC (“PIP”) was formed in October 2002. PIP leases certain portions of its land and buildings to affiliated companies and also has short term leases of the rail siding, heavy equipment lot and mobile offices to natural gas pipeline related companies. It consists of two properties located on the East and West sides of US Route 155, directly across from each another. The Recreational Property with 51.9 acres is on the East. It consists of flat level ground bordered by the Allegheny River on the east, farm land to the south, wooded acreage to the north and to the west is the Main Access from route 155. There are three entrances to this property.  The first is dedicated to the campground and follows a tree lined secluded drive to a 3 acre cul-de-sac. The circle contains 14 year-round campsites; each with full hook-up and 50 amp services connect.  There is also one small cabin on this site.  From the campground there is a short wooded walking path to the Allegheny River passing a unique 1 acre fish pond, with dock and steps to the bottom and an island with a 36’ diameter foundation. The foundation is stubbed in with all utility conduits for a future post and beam lodge. It is slated to eventually be guest entertainment or a training center. This area is quite secluded with frontage to a 10 acre farm field.

The second entrance leads to a 2 acre gravel lot currently housing four double wide mobile office trailers with parking. There is a dedicated electrical service for this lot, which could be developed into additional camp sites or a sales lot and possibly a store. This space is currently leased to the gas industry on a month to month basis.

The third entrance is to a 3 acre gravel lot that was built for the gas industry as a storage lot for heavy equipment. The lot was constructed by removing the top soil, installing road matting fabric and appropriate aggregates. This could easily be readied for a smoothed gravel lot or blacktop. On the east end it is connected to a 6 acre level lot.  The back of the property is wooded with walking trails. A high tensile farm fence surrounds the property. 

The Manufacturing property on the West side consists of 52.10 acres with an active 2400 foot rail siding and four commercial buildings.

Building one is the office/mechanical maintenance shop, currently used to maintain 4 over the road tractors, several van trailers and dump body trailers. 4880 square feet of this building is an insulated steel clear span while the remainder (1,900 square feet) is used for offices.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Building two is a manufacturing plant consisting of 14,000 square ft. This building has three loading docks, bath rooms and lunchroom.  This is a steel insulated clear span building made up of a 60x100 and an 80x100. A slight incline ramp is the main entrance to the building with a 14’x14’ overhead door and is a controlled environment. This building is currently empty and available for lease.

Building three is also a steel clear span building consisting of 9,600 square feet, with 4 loading docks and ground level main entrance.  This building also has a three bay shed type covered roof extension and inside is a small office, bathroom and lunch room.  The back of the building is ground level with an adjoining black top parking lot of 1.5 acres. The front of this building has the loading docks.  Building dimensions are 120’x80’.

Building four is 1,040 square foot steel clear span building with a 14’x16’ overhead door and one man door.

There is a vacant 2 acre building site and a second building site that is approximately 6 acres. The remaining property is considered flex area.

Business Description

The Glass Business
RecycALL Glass purchases recycled post-consumer container glass which it re-manufactures into glass cullet.  The glass cullet is sold to glass container manufacturers as a raw material used to make new glass containers.
The plant has a capacity of twenty-five (25) tons an hour.
Portage Gas Development

Portage Gas Development was formed by (but is not a subsidiary of) the shareholder group that owns RecycALL Holding Company. It holds various allocations of 5 gas wells on and near the property. The wells are not substantial producers at this time, but do provide natural gas heat to the associated structures. It is included for consideration in this document.
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
