AS AGENT FOR OWNER (SELLER/LANDLORD):  The broker becomes the property owner's  agent through an agreement with the owner,usu -
al ly  in a writ ten l ist ing to sel l  or  property management agreement.  An owner's  agent must perform the broker's  minimum dutiesabove and 
must inform the owner of  any mater ia l  information about  the property or transact ion known by the agent,  includinginformation disclosed 
to the agent or  subagent by the buyer or  buyer's  agent.

AS AGENT FOR BUYER/TENANT: The broker becomes the buyer/tenant's  agent by agreeing to represent the buyer,  usual ly  through awrit -
ten representat ion agreement.  A buyer's  agent must perform the broker's  minimum duties above and must inform the buyer of  anymaterial  
information about the property or  t ransact ion known by the agent,  including information disclosed to the agent by the sel ler  orsel ler 's  
agent.

AS AGENT FOR BOTH -  INTERMEDIARY: To act  as an intermediary between the part ies the broker must f i rst  obtain the writtenagreement 
of  each party to the transact ion.  The written agreement must state who wi l l  pay the broker and, in conspicuous bold orunderl ined pr int ,
set  forth the broker's  obl igat ions as an intermediary.  A broker who acts as an intermediary:

• Must treat a l l  part ies to the transact ion impart ia l ly  and fair ly ;
• May, with the part ies'  wr i t ten consent,  appoint a di fferent l icense holder associated with the broker to each party (owner and

buyer)  to communicate with,  provide opinions and advice to,  and carry out the instruct ions of  each party to the transact ion.
 s• Must not,  unless specif ical ly  authorized in writ ing to do o by the party,  disclose:

* that the owner wi l l  accept a pr ice less than the written asking pr ice;
* that the buyer/tenant wi l l  pay a pr ice greater than the pr ice submitted in a written offer ;  and
* any conf idential  information or any other information that a party specif ical ly  instructs the broker in writ ing not todis

close,  unless required to do so by law.

AS SUBAGENT: A l icense holder acts as a subagent when aiding a buyer in a transact ion without an agreement to represent thebuyer.  A
subagent can assist  the buyer but does not represent the buyer and must place the interests of  the owner f i rst.

TO AVOID DISPUTES, ALL AGREEMENTS BETWEEN YOU AND A BROKER SHOULD BE IN WRITING AND CLEARLY ESTABLISH:
• The broker's  dut ies and responsibi l i t ies to you,  and your obl igat ions under the representat ion agreement.

TYPES OF REAL ESTATE LICENSE HOLDERS:
• A BROKER is  responsible for  a l l  brokerage act iv i t ies,  including acts performed by sales agents sponsored by the broker.
• A SALES AGENT must be sponsored by a broker and works with c l ients on behalf  of  the broker.

A BROKER'S MINIMUM DUTIES REQUIRED BY LAW (A cl ient is  the person or party that the broker represents):
• Put the interests of  the cl ient above al l  others,  including the broker's  own interests;
• Inform the cl ient of  any mater ia l  information about the property or  t ransact ion received by the broker;
• Answer the cl ient's  quest ions and present any offer  to or  counter-offer  f rom the cl ient;  and
• Treat al l  part ies to a real  estate transact ion honest ly  and fair ly.
