5. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE TO DETERMINE THE MEANS AND METHODS OF
CONSTRUCTION.

6. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT PERFORM ANY WORK OR CAUSE DISTURBANCE
ON A PRIVATE PROPERTY NOT CONTROLLED BY THE PERSON OR ENTITY WHO
HAS AUTHORIZED THE WORK WITHOUT PRIOR WRITTEN CONSENT FROM THE
OWNER OF THE PRIVATE PROPERTY.

7. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE TO RESTORE ANY DAMAGED OR UNDERMINED
STRUCTURE OR SITE FEATURE THAT IS IDENTIFIED TO REMAIN ON THE PLAN SET.
ALL REPAIRS SHALL USE NEW MATERIALS TO RESTORE THE FEATURE TO ITS
EXISTING CONDITION AT THE CONTRACTORS EXPENSE.
