Planting: The property is fully planted with Tulare and Chandler variety on paradox hybrid rootstock. Two blocks were planted in 2016 and the rest in 2015.

Water: Water to the property is provided by two on-site wells and the Lindmore Irrigation District
I. A new 900’ deep well (2200 gpm) with VFD, new electrical panels and automatic pump controls by Kaweah pump company and FarmX. Roscoe Moss Casing has been used in the well.
II. An old well with new liner inside installed by Kaweah Pump Company.
III. Domestic well for the house.



Surface Water: 
a. The property is within the Lindmore Irrigation district and receives water from it. In the last 3 years, a majority of the irrigation was done by using surface water from the district.
b. There are four water outlets from Lindmore Irrigation District on the ranch.

Irrigation System: 
I. The trees are irrigated in a new pressure system with sand media filter and 75 hp booster pump. There are two same size reservoirs with sand media filters, booster pumps, and Nelson R-10 rotators.
II. Designed and installed by Hydratech in Delano, Ca. (a premier irrigation company)
III. 160 acres could be irrigated at the same time. There is sufficient size U/G plumbing to meet all E.T. needs during off peak low power usage. 

Automation:
I. FarmX
a. Software login and data available upon request. 
II. Automatic well and boosters.
III. Every 10 acres of the farm, the irrigation system has a pressure and a soil moisture sensor
IV. FarmX has also installed Dendrometer to measure plant-based moisture.
V. There are four weather stations installed.
Soil: 100% class/soil, flamen loam (Sandy Clay Loam)
Building: One house for a foreman (needs repairs)
Remeasure: Excellent opportunity to acquire a turn-key premium walnut orchard with trees just 
coming into production. Two sources of water provide security for the future. Professionally farmed and developed by experienced growers with the intention of keeping this property within the family for future generations. For example, the property was ripped solid in both directions, 6’ feet deep, by D-11 (Toor Farming). Then, it was ripped by a slip-plough with D9 solid in both directions (K&G Ranches). This property is a great investment for a new grower or an addition to an existing farming portfolio. This property has the potential for top production in years to come.
