The Long Island Rail Road (LIRR) is the nation’s longest-running and busiest commuter rail system, connecting Manhattan to the eastern tip
of Suffolk County. With 124 stations across Long Island, it provides direct access to New York City in as little as 30 minutes. Serving nearly
83 million riders annually and averaging 173,000 weekday commuters (pre-pandemic), the LIRR operates 11 lines throughout Nassau and
Suffolk Counties.

350 W Jericho Turnpike is located just 2.7 miles from the Huntington Station, which runs on the LIRR’s main line. From Huntington, passengers
can reach Penn Station in Manhattan in approximately 55 minutes.
