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Huckleberry

Whether or not you care if huckleberries

are in fact berries and not something Roald
Dahl made up, you need to be eating at
Huckleberry, a cafe and bakery in Santa
Monica that feels like it's been there forever.
They may not sell anything containing actual
huckleberries (yep, they're real), but this is
one of our favorite bakeries on the Westside.
Actually, it's one of our favorite spots on the
Westside, period.

In a world of grain bowls and cruffins and
maple bacon goat cheese pine nut donuts,
Huckleberry is decidedly old school. There’s
nothing on the menu that you haven't seen
before - it's just that those things are better
here than anywhere else. Kale caesar
salads, fried egg sandwiches, chilaquiles,
and cinnamon rolls are all present. But
that cinnamon roll is easily one of the best
in town, and the fried egg sandwich is the
platonic ideal of comfort food. Which is
basically what Huckleberry is: comfort in
restaurant form.
