DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY AND OFFICES AVAILABLE

The entire building is available or four, three, two or one offices(s) are available..
315 University Avenue is known in Town records which begin in 1890 as “The Castle” or “The Honeymoon House”. It is the Town of Los Gatos’ most exquisite office building. Its beautiful 1880s Richardson Romanique exterior design was completely renovated in 2014 and updated again in 2024. Its 31-foot lodgepole pine flag pole in the front yard is the tallest and oldest flagpole in town.
If you want a refined and spacious office, or building, or suite of offices, in a quiet central location with all the amenities, this is the place for you. The surroundings and furnishings make you feel good each and every day.  Four offices have three oversized, double-hung and double paned windows. Three offices have two such windows.
The two-story brick building’s 3055 SF comes with 7 private offices and over 1600 SF of common space. All offices are spacious and filled with light.  African mahogany doors, door and window trims, and staircase exist throughout the building.
The common areas interlaced within the private offices include:
- a Kitchen with dishwasher, refrigerators, ice maker, microwave, marble food preparation counters, and storage cabinets;
-a Production Room with high-speed document imager and color photocopier, work counters, available cabinet storage, a back-up printer, industrial shredder, and office tools, postal scale, etc.
A dramatic black and white marble-floored reception area, renovated 1890s period chandeliers augmented with recessed LED lights; all offices and the staircase to the second floor are carpeted wall-to-wall, and either marble or hardwood flooring exists in the common spaces.
There is a bathroom on both floors.
Seven onsite parking spaces exist and a back gate to the Town’s mile-long free public parking lot running through town allows for easy immediate access, including parking spaces which tenant employees may reserve for free via online registration with the Town. There are also two parking spaces on University Avenue typically available in front of the building which may be used for free parking during business hours.
Outside, there are two granite and steel tables to enjoy an outdoor break or lunch in a quiet and sedate garden setting.
