The current owners operate the Inn as a bed and breakfast, utilizing 9
of the rooms and offering dining and drinks to registered guests at
the Mission Bay Café. However, everything is in place to serve the
general public food and drinks, including take out.

The Café can serve up to 150 member of the public daily, along with 24 registered
guests. Also, take out is available for food, beer, wine and liquor to the general
public.
