Scottsdale’s consistent pop-
ulation growth underscores 
its appeal as a prime destina-
tion for living, working, and 
leisure. Spanning 31 miles 
from north to south, Scott-
sdale covers 184.5 square 
miles, making it the sev-
enth-largest city in Arizona.

In 2023, visitors to Scotts-
dale generated an annual 
economic impact of $3.5 bil-
lion through local spending, 
which directly and indirect-
ly supported over 34,000 
jobs in the hospitality indus-
try and related sectors.

Scottsdale tops the Val-
ley’s large cities with the 
highest median housing 
price. The city has a total 
of 134,918 residential units, 
with 55.9% are owner-oc-
cupied.
