Located in downtown Greenville’s
Historic West End and one of
Greenville’s greatest treasures. Falls
park covers 123+ AC and an average of
7,400 gallons of water drops 100 feet
over the course of the Falls every
second.

This stunning park
includes tennis courts, shelters, an 18-
hole miniature golf course, playground,
and walking trail with bridges that cross
small creeks.

Located on the southwest corner of
Main and West Broad Street. This iconic
destination has seen over 13,000
performances and has hosted over 6M
patrons since it’s opening in 1990.
