LOCATION & HISTORY

Reading Station is an existing retail
center in the Centre Park neighbor- -
hood of Reading, Pennsylvannia. The
site is bounded on the north by
Spring Street, which rises to meet
North Sixth Street on the west and
down to Norfolk Southern tracks to
the east. The two main existing
buildings; a three-story historic con-
crete warehouse on the west end of
the site and a two-story historic rail
service building on the east
end-were both constructed in the
late 19th century to enhance the
Pennsylvania & Reading Railroad’s
operations during apex of railroad
activity.

The site has experience significant
change in succeding decades. Most
recenly, in the early 1900s the site
was redeveloped with great success
as an outlet retail center. The
