10. NEW DOOR CLEARANCES: MINIMUM 18 INCHES CLEAR ON PULL SIDE AND MINIMUM 12 INCHES CLEAR ON PUSH SIDE TO 
MEET ICC/ADA REQUIREMENTS. PRIOR TO ROUGH-IN, NOTIFY ARCHITECT OF ANY DOOR LOCATIONS THAT DO NOT MEET
