Meeting 2.19.25 at Town Hall.

Present were Town Administrator Jason Mahaney, Town Attorney Karl Bohne, Ricky Corona, and Kim Rezanka.

The Administrator and Attorney agreed that Development Agreement could be modified to indicate that one platted lot in Crystal Bay Subdivision would be restricted so as not to be developed, to allow the “Crystal Bay Town Parcel”/River Parcel to be developed.  This would keep the entire “Project” at 534 units.  There was also a discussion that the Development Agreement required the entire Project to have potable water and to have sewer from the Barefoot Bay Water and Sewer District.  This section of the Development Agreement would also need to be amended so the River Parcel could be developed with well and septic.

The Administrator and Attorney were not optimistic that the Town Council would agree to amend the Development Agreement.  The neighbors of the River Parcel do not want a house to be built on the River Parcel; the only complaints we were given were “blocking the view” and “more traffic”.

When we asked what the Town Council would see as an “additional public benefit” to allow the changes to the Development Agreement, we were told that the Town Council would listen to the citizens of the Town and most likely decline to amend the Development Agreement if the citizens did not want it amended.  The Town Council is not swayed by “increased tax revenue” that would come from this River Parcel.

We suggested dedication of land, creating amenities such a dog park or other park for the residents, repaving the nearby roadways, and a donation to the new Veterans Park – the Administrator and Attorney did not believe these would sway the Town Council.

It was suggested that a meeting of those nearby property owners (500 feet radius is reasonable but may need to be enlarged once the radius package is received from the County) be scheduled.  Three is the potential to dedicate the land owned by D.R. Horton that is east of the railroad and abutting the property owners near the River Parcel.
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However, this would not benefit the property owners along Blue Shore Road or cure the “loss of view” objection.  If this is the only objection at Town Council, the Town Attorney stated that the Council might not be swayed since the law does not guarantee a view.

We have begun researching locations for a community meeting; one option could be the Crystal Bay Clubhouse.  However the Administrator and the Attorney agreed that the Town citizens simply do not like having a subdivision nearby, so the Clubhouse may not be ideal.  Once we have a location, we should discuss who will be at the Community Meeting and how it will be facilitated.  The goal is to ask the neighbors opinions and determine if there is any reasonable way to convince the neighbors to waive their objections to the amendment of the Development Agreement.
