AS AGENT FOR OWNER (SELLER/LANDLORD): The broker becomes the peoperly ownee's sgent through & agreement with the
owner, usualy In 3 written #2%ing to sell or property management agreement. An owner's agent must perform the broker’s minimum
duties above and must Inform the owner of ary material information about the property or transaction known by the agent, mcluding
information disciased to the agent ar subagent by the buyer or buyer's agent.

AS AGENT FOR BUYER/TENANT: The braker becomes the buyer/tenant's agent by agreeing 1o represent the buyer, usually through &
written representation agreement. A buyer's agent must perform the broker’s mirdmum duties above and must inform the buyer of sy

material information about the property of transaction known by the agent, including infarmation disciased to the agent by the seller oc
seiler’s agent.

The written agreement must state who will pay the broker and, In consplowous bold or
umicmnca print, set forth the broker's cbiigations as an intermediary. A broker who acts as an intermediary:
Must treat all paeties 1o the transaction impartially and faidy;
* May, with the parties’ written consent, appoint a different bcense holder associated with the broker to each party (owner ard
buryer) ta communicate with, provide opinicns and advice to, and carry out the instructions of each party to the transaction.
*  Must not, uness specifiically authorized inwriting 1o do so by the party, disdose
© that the owner wili accept a price less than the written asking price;
o that the buyer/tenant will pay a price greater than the price submitted in 3 written offer; and
o any canfidential information oc any other information that a party specifically instructs the broker in writing not to
disclase, unless required to do so by law.

AS SUBAGENT: A license holder acts as a subagent when alding a buyer in a transaction without an agreement to represent the
buryer. A subagent can assist the buyer but does not represent the buyer and must ploce the interests of the owner first.

TO AVOID DISPUTES, ALL AGREEMENTS BETWEEN YOU AND A BROKER SHOULD BE IN WRITING AND CLEARLY ESTABLISH:
« The broker's duties and responsiblitties to you, and your obliga under the repr agreement.
* Who will pay the beoker for services provided 1o you, when payment will be made and how the payment will be caiculated.
