Exhibit A

Terms and conditions of sale:

Any deed of conveyance will contain restrictions on use of the Property and this restriction shall remain in place until released by the Seller or as long as allowed by State law.  The Property may not be used for any of the following purposes by the Buyer or any future owners of the Property:
· Nursing home care or skilled nursing care (e.g. care that is provided for residents who need the assistance of licensed nursing or rehabilitative staff);
· Alzheimer's care (e.g. care that serves the unique needs of residents with Alzheimer's disease and related dementia);
· Hospice care (e.g. palliative and supportive medical care to terminally ill patients and their families);
· Subacute care (e.g. care assisting those individuals that are rehabilitating and recovering following hospitalization from surgery, injury or illness), which includes swing beds;
· Inpatient therapy services (e.g. care including, but not limited to, physical, occupational and speech therapy);
· Senior living arrangements primarily for those individuals age 55 and over (including, but not limited to, assisted living, residential living center, and senior housing (with services such as providing daily meals, activities, laundry/housekeeping, scheduled transportation or medical services) 
· Home health care services (e.g. personal care and home management services or services provided under a state license)
· Respite Care (e.g. short-term temporary health care that is usually provided by family members of the individual); 
· Outpatient therapy (e.g. therapeutic intervention to individuals of all ages who do not require hospitalization or 24-hour nursing care) 
· Adult day care 
· For purposes of clarification, senior living without services and a medical clinic would be permitted and not considered to violate these restrictions. 
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
