 WORK LETTER AGREEMENT

This Work Letter Agreement ("Work Letter") is entered into as of ____________, 2025, by and between Landlord and Tenant pursuant to that certain Lease Agreement dated ____________, 2025 (the "Lease") for the premises located at 1671 Amazing Way, Unit 104 Ocoee, Florida, consisting of approximately _____ rentable square feet (the “Premises”).

Landlord shall deliver the Premises to Tenant in as-is condition. The Premises are currently in shell condition with utility stub-outs at the unit. Tenant accepts the Premises in its current condition and acknowledges that no representations or warranties have been made by Landlord regarding the condition of the Premises, except as expressly stated herein.

Tenant shall be solely responsible, at its own cost and expense (except as set forth in Section 3), for completing all improvements necessary for Tenant's occupancy and use of the Premises ("Tenant Improvements"). Tenant Improvements shall include, without limitation:
· Interior walls, flooring, ceilings, and finishes

· All plumbing and concrete slab work

· Electrical systems, including installation of electrical panels

· Lighting

· HVAC distribution (if allowance applies – see Section 3)

· Permitting and construction plans

· All applicable permits and inspections

If Tenant enters into a seven (7) year Lease Term and qualifies as a Highly Qualified Applicant, Landlord shall provide a Tenant Improvement Allowance of USD$30,000.00, to be used exclusively toward the HVAC system and demising wall construction within the Premises.
A Highly Qualified Applicant is defined as a tenant/guarantor with:
· A minimum credit score of 740, and

· Minimum $200,000 in verifiable liquid assets.

No allowance shall be provided if:
· The Lease Term is less than seven (7) years, or

· Tenant (or guarantor) does not meet the credit and liquidity thresholds above.

When applicable, the allowance shall be disbursed to Tenant or Tenant’s contractor upon submission of paid invoices, lien waivers, and evidence of completion, subject to Landlord’s reasonable approval. Any costs exceeding the allowance shall be borne solely by Tenant.

Prior to commencing any work, Tenant shall submit detailed construction drawings and specifications to Landlord for review and approval. All Tenant Improvements must comply with applicable laws, building codes, and be performed in a good and workmanlike manner.

As consideration for Tenant completing all interior improvements, Base Rent shall be abated for the first six (6) full calendar months of the Lease Term. Tenant remains responsible for all other charges, including operating expenses, real estate taxes, insurance, and utilities during the abatement period, unless otherwise stated in the Lease.

Tenant shall begin construction promptly after taking possession and shall diligently pursue completion of the improvements in accordance with the Lease. Possession for construction purposes shall not trigger rent beyond obligations stated in Section 5.
