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130 GENERAL INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT (12)

‘This z0ning distrit s reserved for all those general industrial uses that might be permitted in
other industrial zones and for uses that might not be appropriate for a light industrial zone that is
located near residential or commercial zones.

13.1 Purpose and Intent

‘This district i for general and heavy industrial activities; especially those that involve the
processing of raw materials into a finished product. In general, the buidings and structures
‘associated with this district will be low buildings with off-street loading and off:street parking for
employees and users of the facilites.

132 Permitted Uses

‘The following are permitted uses in this zoning district:

‘Government buildings and public buildings such es fire stations;

Bottling or distribution stations for beverages;

Printing, publishing, binding, peckaging, storage, and warehousing;

‘Warehousing and mini-storage facilities;

Light manufhcturing activities which do not result in adverse noise, vibration, odor, dust, or
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‘smoke impacts;
. Public utliy installations;

7. Bulding materils saies and lumberyerds, inchuding incidental mill work and the sales of rock,
sand, gravel and the like o3 an incidental pert of the main business, provided that they shall
‘be at least 100 feet from any property zoned residential or commercial;

8. Bulding contractor’s yard for storage of materials and equipment;

9, Trucking and freight stations, terminals and storage yards; and

10, Warehousing, storage, and distribution faciltes for agricultural products, not including
livestock.
