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On September. 15, 2004, EPA’s counsel sent the KBL's counsel a request for a copy of the
KBL'’s environmental consultant’s inventory and sampling results.

On September 27, 2004, KBL’s counsel provided EPA’s counsel with a copy of the Site’s
inventory provided by the KBL's environmental consultant and a copy of the Site sampling
results.

EPA's Office of Regional Counsel (ORC) made numerous attempts to negotiate an AOC with
the property owner’s legal representative. KBL continued to remove hazardous and non-
hazardous materials from the Site utilizing a recognized clean-up contractor, while the
negotiations proceeded.

Knowledge of the KBL removal actions were noted by OSC during on-site inspections and by
receipt of disposal manifests provided by KBL’s counsel.

On May 24, 2005, a final inspection of the 100 Fair Street and 200 State Street Sites by EPA’s
OSCs confirmed the removal of small quantities of previously packaged items prepared for
disposal. These items have been disposed of as required. Disposal manifests have been received
for these items. Two refrigerant cylinders and one small test cylinder found on May 24, required
a call to the PRP on May 25, 2005, requesting these items be removed.

VL. CONCLUSIONS

The 100 Fair Street and the 200 State Street Site(s) are considered facilities as defined by

40 C.F.R. Section 300.5 of the National Contingency Plan. A potential for release of hazardous
substances did exist at both Sites. Removal of known and suspected hazardous materials from
the Sites by Mr. James Manno, Jr., and the fact that materials remaining are confined to
structurally intact tanks, has minimized the potential for a release or exposure to hazardous
substances.

The Site(s) no longer present a threat to human health, welfare or the environment. A potential for
a release of hazardous substances does not appear to exist at any of the three KBL properties.
Materials at 100 Fair Street are confined to tanks which are structurally intact and for the most
‘part the access ports are bolted shut or are otherwise not easily accessed. All other items of
concern, such as totes, drums, containers, pails, bags, bottles, laboratory packs, etc., have been
removed. Spilled product and raw materials resulting from manufacturing operations and
equipment removal/scavaging have created a significant housekeeping problem in portions of 100
Fair St. The same is true for 200 State Street. A final inspection of both Sites was conducted on
May 24, 2005. Both facilities had all other items of concern removed. A copy of this Removal
Site Evaluation will be sent to NYSDEC, who referred the Sites to EPA for Superfund emergency
responses.
