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Confidentiality Agreement – DCY2
This Non-Disclosure Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into by the person or entity identified below (“Recipient”) for the benefit of EXETER PLAINFIELD LAND, LLC, and its Affiliates (“Owner”). In connection with a real estate project located at 137 Lathrop Road in Plainfield, CT; known as DCY2, Recipient may receive certain Confidential Information of Owner. In consideration of receiving such information, Recipient agrees as follows:

Definitions. “Affiliate” means any entity that controls, is controlled by, or is under common control with another entity. “Confidential Information” means all nonpublic information relating to Owner or disclosed by Owner, its Affiliates, or agents to Recipient, its Affiliates, or their agents that is designated as confidential or that reasonably should be understood as confidential. Confidential Information does not include information that: (i) is or becomes public without breach of this Agreement; (ii) was known to Recipient before disclosure; (iii) is disclosed by a third party not in breach of a duty; or (iv) is independently developed without use of Confidential Information.
Confidentiality Obligations. Recipient may use Confidential Information only for its business relationship with Owner and may not disclose it without Owner’s written consent, except to its personnel, contractors, advisors, lenders, or agents (“Personnel”) who need to know and are bound by confidentiality obligations at least as protective as this Agreement. Recipient shall use reasonable measures to protect Confidential Information, at least those it uses for its own similar information.
No Contact. Recipient shall not contact any person or party identified through the Confidential Information without Owner’s prior written consent.
Required Disclosures. Recipient may disclose Confidential Information if required by law or government order, provided it (i) gives prior written notice to Owner (unless prohibited by law), (ii) discloses only what is required, and (iii) seeks confidential treatment where feasible.
Return or Destruction. Upon request, Recipient shall return or destroy all Confidential Information and not retain copies, except for archival, audit, disaster recovery, legal, or regulatory purposes.
Ownership. Confidential Information remains the exclusive property of Owner. Recipient may not use Owner’s names, addresses, logos, trademarks, or trade names in publicity or marketing without Owner’s prior written consent.
No Representation. Confidential Information is provided “AS IS,” without representations or warranties.
Injunctive Relief. A breach of this Agreement may cause irreparable harm to Owner for which monetary damages are inadequate; Owner may seek injunctive relief in addition to other remedies.
Scope and Term. This Agreement covers Confidential Information received before or after its execution and remains in effect for one year. Confidentiality obligations survive termination for one year.
Miscellaneous. If any provision is held invalid, the rest remain in effect. The prevailing party in any action to enforce or interpret this Agreement is entitled to reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs. Failure to exercise a right is not a waiver. This Agreement is the entire agreement on its subject and may be amended only in writing signed by both parties. Recipient may not assign without Owner’s consent. Delaware law governs, without regard to conflict-of-law rules. This Agreement may be signed and transmitted electronically.
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
