10731 GULFDALE - SUMMARY OF FEATURES

The building was essentially redesigned and reconstructed in 2006 when the mezzanine level and offices were added. 
A remodel of the building took place in 2023; which also allowed a complete refinish of the restrooms with the addition of tile and replacement of partitions.
Specific features of the building include: 
· The existence of a fire wall and fire-rated doors separating the warehouse/garage space from the office and showroom
· A “high-security” storage room (fully air conditioned) on the east side of the building with access from one of two office areas. The room is constructed with multiple layers of sheetrock that exceed the standard fire-rated walls separating most spaces. Embedded within the interior walls and ceiling of the room is two layers of wire mesh to prevent or slow any unauthorized intrusion. 
· The building is exceptionally energy efficient. All interior and exterior walls that make up the office space, showroom, and high-security space have insulation that exceeds the standard R-value used for such spaces and is equivalent to a rating of R-30 or more.  
· HVAC: All interior air handlers and exterior compressor/condensers are brand new with an installation date of 2023. They are connected to a Johnson Controls Metasys Building Management system, allowing software to program and control operations and energy consumption by HVAC systems.
· The warehouse/garage is outfitted with two emergency ducts that can be activated in the event of a fire or other noxious event. Standard louvered openings are present along the east and west side of the building; all of which can be modified manually to allow fresh air to enter as desired.
· The warehouse/garage has two overhead doors, one of which is controlled by use of codes entered into an exterior panel mounted to a pedestal. Additional controls are located on the interior panels near each door. Additionally, two standard sized entry doors exist as entry/exit points, with each having a push-bar mechanism in place allowing the doors to lock after use.
· Badge access entry: A series of sophisticated devices, with software to allow programming, exists to allow entry to two “high security” rooms and one side-entrance on the east side of the building. The devices are attached to the building and allows the tenant to determine who enters and when, based on a program they control.
· Interior Sprinkler system: the entire building received an professionally engineered overhead sprinkler system that was installed approximately four (4) years ago. 
· Exterior lighting: All are operable by dusk-to-dawn sensors to enhance security
· Security cameras: the building has a series of cameras mounted to the uppermost part of east side of the building (excluding the west side) to capture images 24/7 on an onsite server, with remote access via software.
· Parking lot: the lot received recent maintenance in the form of crack-filling and seal coat with the addition of new parking lot striping.
