8.2 - B-4 uptown business district sub-districts.
· Because various areas of Uptown have different mixes of uses, physical characteristics and functions, the City has identified four (4) sub-districts, each with its own set of allowable uses and bulk regulations. The sub-districts are identified on the Official Zoning Map. The general purpose and intent of each sub-district is described below. 
(a) 
Purpose of the Uptown Core Sub-District. The Uptown Core Sub-District (U-Core) is the traditional center of the City's Central Business District. The U-Core Sub-District is intended to preserve buildings located within the Central Business District that are of architectural significance, and ensure the new development is compatible with and maintains the historical character of the core. The U-Core Sub-District is characterized by a mix of small retail and service uses within a mixed-use pedestrian-oriented environment. Retail, restaurant and entertainment uses shall be located along the ground floor, with personal service, office and residential above.  
Section 8.4 provides yard and bulk requirements for the business districts, scroll to the second table for the B-4 Uptown Subdistricts. Section 8.3 dictates the permitted and special uses in the business districts, scroll to the second table to find the B-4 Uptown Subdistrict information.  
In terms of parking requirements, commercial uses in the B-4 Uptown Subdistricts do not have a parking requirement (Section 12.13). However, there are parking requirements for residential uses, also found in the Section 12.13 link.  
Per the chart in Section 8.3, the residential above the ground floor would be a Special Use in that area. There would need to be parking for the units that is determined by the number of bedrooms each unit would have. The parking ratio can be found using the link to Section 12.13. 
The bulk standards, number of units, etc. would be determined using the metrics in the Section 8.4 link, in conjunction with the size of the parcel. 
The height maximum is detailed in Section 8.4. Scroll down to the second table in that section for the B-4 U-Core requirements.
