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EXISTING VEHICULAR NETWORK & AADT
The Focus Area’s vehicular network is well connected to 
the rest of the city and regional destinations. However, 
average annual daily traffic numbers indicate that the 
segment of US-62 within the Focus Area experiences 
significantly higher daily traffic than the segment 
south of OH-161. This presents barriers for providing 
pedestrian oriented land uses and amenity offerings. 
In addition, Walton Parkway and Smith’s Mill Road is 
a major east-west roadway in New Albany, providing 
commuter access to most of the business park. Traffic at 
the “five-points” intersection at US-62/Central College 
Road is likely to increase in the coming years as growth 
occurs within the business park. In 2024, ODOT began a 
separate US-62 planning process that studies the entire 
roadway segment from the Focus Area to Johnstown. 
The recommendations in this plan will be utilized by 
city officials to help inform ODOT’s planning study and 
proposals for infrastructure improvements.
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
