mond, about one-half mile from Hwy. 97 and Hwy. 126. Bend is 

20 miles to the south and Madras and Sisters about 25 minutes 

away. It is 2.5 hours from Portland, 3.5 hours from Salem, five 

hours from Seattle, and eight hours from the Bay Area.  

Major truck lines and overnight delivery service from anywhere in 

the country are available throughout Madras and Central Oregon.  

Approximately 1.5 million people a year fly to and from the re-

gional commercial airport in Redmond, with multiple daily direct 

flights to major western cities, including Denver, Seattle, Salt  

Lake City, Phoenix, Portland, San Francisco, and Los Angeles.  

Approximately four million tourists visit this region each year.  

This property is well located to serve local clients and employees
